The Meaning of Biblical Faith

Biblical faith is standing in the dark on the Word of
God. Biblical faith is not a blind leap into the dark. When
God commanded Abraham to depart from his country and
from his relatives, Abraham was in the dark regarding where
he was going, but Abraham was standing on these words of
God: “I will show you” (Genesis 12:1b). When God com-
manded Abraham to offer his son Isaac as a burnt offering,
Abraham was in the dark regarding how God was going to
fulfill His promise regarding Isaac (Genesis 17:17-21; 21:12-
13; 22:1-19). Abraham was standing in the dark on these
words of God: “for in Isaac your seed shall be called
(Genesis 21:12b). According to Hebrews 11, Abraham be-
lieved that God would raise Isaac from the dead even after
the cremation of Isaac. Abraham’s faith glorified God: “He
staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but
was strong in faith, giving glory to God,; And being fully per-
suaded that, what he had promised, he was able also to pe-
form” (Romans 4:20-21, KJV).

Let us pray for God to give us the grace to trust Him
more, and let us stand on these words: For we walk by faith,
not by sight (2 Corinthians 5:7, KJV).
