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Goals:

Each Women’s Ministry program or event aims
to contribute to one or more of the following
church goals:

Glorification
(1 Cor 10:31, Isa 43:7, Eph 1:3-14, 1 Pet 2:9)

The Women’s Annual Retreat is an event de-
signed for women to gather and be refreshed in
prayer, praise, and the Word of God. This re-
treat is held offsite at a hotel in Southeastern
Wisconsin, where women are encouraged to
stay overnight as an option.

Education
(Hosea 4:6, 2 Peter 3:18)

The Women's Bible Study takes place at the
New Testament Church on Saturday mornings.
The purpose of the study is to help women, as
believers in Christ, grow in grace and in the
knowledge of God’s word in order to develop
as mature Christians.

Edification
(Rom 14:19 & 15:2, 1 Cor 14:26b, Eph 4:29)

The Women’s Fellowship events, such as
Women’s Koinonia Brunch, Women’s Day
Service, and Women’s Praise & Worship Cele-
bration, will take place in many forms through-
out the calendar year to support, encourage,
and unify women.

Evangelization
(Matt 28:19-20, Mark 16:15-16, Acts 1:8, 2 Tim 2:2)

The Women'’s Lay Biblical Counselors provide
short term support and counsel to women in
need of Godly wisdom as they journey through
real-life challenges living the Christian life in a
sin cursed world.

Starting A New Women’s Ministry

If the Lord is leading you to start a new women’s
ministry:

e Arrange to present the ministry plan to the
Women'’s Ministry Council by contacting the
council chair or the Elder’s wife of your flock.

e The plan should include: name of person(s) who
will lead the ministry, meeting time of day and
day of the week, goals, objectives, and budget
(if there are expenses).

o All new women’s ministries are sanctioned by
the Board of Elders after initial approval by the
Women'’s Ministry Council.

e The requested budget amount (if any) will be
reviewed and approved by the Board of Elders.
